Administration/ Grants are administered through a nonprofit technical assistance
Accountability provider chosen through a competitive process by the Governor's
Office of Economic Opportunity. They must be a Utah-based technical
assistance provider with capacity and expertise in community based,
cross-sector partnerships. This is similar to how Florida administers
their program

Measurement Through transparent, publicly available dashboards, data is segmented

Investor updates and an annual accountability report provide
streamlined results to both public and private sector funders
